Although in
earlier times this was a period of strict fasting, today Church law only asks us to enter into a spirit of
generosity, penance and reflection. This is an opportunity to prepare ourselves for the coming Feast by
taking time to reflect upon our actions and the practical way in which we embody the coming of Our
Lord.
