I don’t understand why I
should go to confession.
My family went every
week when I was a kid
and I felt like I
“confessed” the same
things every time!

The original sacrament of forgiveness was different from the way
we might think of it today. Far from a private event, in the early
(apostolic) Church this sacrament involved the entire membership of
the Christian community. A “sin” was committed when a member
acted contrary to Christ’s teaching of how we are to treat each
other as fellow human beings. So, if, for example, someone
committed adultery (they were unfaithful to their spouse), this
behaviour wounded the entire Christian community because a
community living in Christ’s name must have trust and faith in each
other. Betraying a marital relationship is not simply a personal event;
it betrays the trust and meaning of the Christian community as a
whole.

At first many members argued that the one who betrayed the
faith must not be allowed to continue in the community. They felt that
through his own actions he had turned his back on the Church.
However, in Christ’s spirit of love and compassion, the process of
reconciliation with the community was established, whereby the
offender could publicly “confess’ his or her transgression and in the
name of Christ and, hence, the Church community, the leader (at that
time, the apostle) would grant forgiveness and re-entry into the
community’s trust.

Thus, while today we often see this sacrament as a private
absolution for personal wrongdoing, what we call Spovid/Confession
is actually a confession of our Christian faith and a chance to return to
an authentic striving to be a practicing, faithful member of the Body of
Christ. We are reconciled to our faith and to our sisters and
brothers in Faith. For this reason, the Church recommends that we
approach the sacrament of Spovid at least once a year during Great
Lent when, as a Church community, we liturgically renew our faith
life. Always we are encouraged to examine our conscience: every
day, at every liturgy, before every Eucharist, we are to reflect and
recognise truthfully how we might be straying from a life with
Christ. This is why we may receive the Eucharist at every Divine
Liturgy, unless we have committed a grave sin. As we approach
Communion, the priest reminds each of us personally that we receive
Christ “for the forgiveness of sins and life everlasting”.

Although we may not be committing serious transgressions
against our faith, in our day to day lives we might be acting in ways
that, in retrospect, we regret. Approaching the sacrament of
reconciliation provides an opportunity to talk about our actions in a
safe and supportive context. The Church is not a method of discipline
for bad behaviour; rather, it is a compassionate support in our life’s
journey when we wish to live our lives in love and goodness. The
sacrament of confession helps us to feel the Holy Spirit at work in our
being, renewing our joy in Christ.
