Sacrament of Crowning

What’s the difference
between getting married in
Church or at City Hall? Why
doesn’t the bride’s father take
her to the altar? My fiancée
isn’t Ukrainian but I want
our wedding to be in this
Church where I’ve grown up.
Please explain our marriage
ceremony!

Civil or Church marriage

A civil (city hall) marriage is performed by a government official
and has no religious affiliation. It is a legally binding contract
between 2 people that changes their civil status and privileges.
Although a Church marriage has all the legal weight of a civil union,
it is fundamentally different. A couple who receives the sacrament of
marriage in our Church is not entering merely a contractual
agreement between themselves. In our Faith tradition, marriage
means that a couple recognizes that their love is so great that it spills
over beyond themselves to others—to the world. They recognize that
their love is a reflection of God. Thus, the two people respond to a
call, a vocation, to dedicate their love for each other to God and to
their Christian community. God’s blessing of their union creates a
new being from their love that is greater than each of them
separately. Through the sacrament the couple recognizes their
participation in a Trinitarian love that is creative, beautiful, and
boundless.

Giving away the bride
The Ukrainian marriage ceremony is steeped in traditions that have
their origins both in Christianity and in Ukraine’s ancient past. The
liturgical form of marriage in the Ukrainian Catholic Church is rich
in ritual and symbolism. Once performed separately, the modern
Ukrainian wedding ceremony is actually two ceremonies in one: the
betrothal and the sacrament of Holy Matrimony (Crowning). The
father does not “give away” the bride in our tradition. This custom
hails back to when women were considered a man’s property and had
few rights of their own. A father “gave” his daughter to the husband
who took over ownership. In our tradition both man and woman
make a commitment to each other and come to Church to stand
before Christ as equals. They walk towards the altar together.
