Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick (cont’d)
YELEOPOMAZANIA

During Great Lent, on Holy Wednesday, we celebrate the sacrament of
Yeleopomazania together at church for the healing of soul and body and
for forgiveness of sins. At the end of the service each person approaches
the tetrapod and Father anoints our heads with the blessed oil. This
anointing is not the same as Myrovannia, the oil blessed for feast days
that we receive on our forehead as a sign of joy and celebration.

The seven sacraments —taijny —are “mysteries” because they link earth
and heaven. For about 2 thousand years sacraments have provided
Christians with tangible, material signs of God’s grace; but this doesn’t
mean that they are somehow archaic. In 2015, the seven sacraments are
there for each one of us— from birth to death—to help us through the
struggles we undergo in our particular journey of life.
