Origins of our parish (translated from the parish record): 
 
    In 1916 the Rev. Boyarchuk, a priest from Toronto, celebrated the first 
Divine Liturgy in St. Mary’s Roman Catholic Church for the Ukrainian 
Greek Catholics of Kitchener.  
    Subsequently the community was served by Fr. Irkha, Fr. Kamenetsky, Fr. 
Sarmatiuk, Fr. Fylyma, Fr. Shumsky, Fr. Drohomyretsky and Fr. Krupa. 
Divine Liturgy was celebrated in St. Mary’s Roman Catholic Church, in the 
“Prosvita” building on Water St. and King, in the Roman Catholic Church 
in Waterloo and in the Polish Roman Catholic Church in Kitchener, ON. 
The first brick:  
    On March 9th, 1924 Fr. N. Shumsky celebrated the Divine Liturgy in the 
Polish Roman Catholic Church. During the sermon (it was a beautiful 
sermon regarding the building of a church) he said that all people have their 
own Church but we Ukrainians are behind because we do not have our own 
walls. After the sermon Fr. Shumsky went through the Church with a 
collection basket and raised $20. As a result of the words of Fr. Shumsky the 
people were encouraged and everyone began to work hard and thought 
about building a church. 
 
-------------------------- 
October 19, 1924 the parish decided to organize a Bazaar to raise money for 
the building of the church. 
The Bazaar was held on Dec. 10, 11, 12 and 15th, 1924.  
Parishioners donated: $86.50    Ukrainians from Preston donated: $15.50 
The Bazaar: 
Expenses: $614.77   Income: $1064.24 Bazaar profit: $450. 
March 8, 1925 the parish decided to buy land for the building of a church. 
March-May, 1925 the first collection was made towards the land purchase 
and the donations totalled: $555. 
June 1925 two lots were purchased from Lippert Table Company for $1160. 
December 5, 1926 Bishop Budka blessed Holy Transfiguration Church.
