All the Catholic bishops of Ukraine called for 24 hours of Fervent Prayer for peace
in Ukraine from Dec. 7 to the 8. The appeal was signed by the heads of the
Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church and the Ukrainian Roman Catholic Church, as well as
the Bishop of Mukachevo.

“For the fourth successive year war has been undertaken against our land. The faithful
of Ukraine bring daily to the altar of God the tears and pain of the people, beseeching
God to free them from the invasion, grant protection and help for those who suffer and
eternal peace for deceased”, the bishops’ letter states about the aim of such initiative.

In addition, on the occasion of approaching the Nativity of Our Lord the bishops renew

their request to all believers for fervent prayers for peace, ..., combined with a
fast and appropriate intention “according to the recent practice of every church
community”.

Bishops also requested the clergy of retreat centres and sanctuaries to regularly hold
vigils for peace in Ukraine.
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
