Kyiv’s Saint Sophia:
the wondrous embodiment and enduring shrine of Divine Wisdom

Patriarch Svyatoslav has recently issued a pastoral letter: “Our Saint Sophia” in which he reminds us
of our ancient Christian culture symbolized by the great Saint Sophia Sobor, home of the first
metropolitans of Kyivan-Rus’ in the 11 century. This sobor “embodied the wisdom of our ancestors,
enlightened by God’s Truth” and “surrounding countries saw it as wonderful and glorious.” But even
more significantly, he adds, this “Sobor of Saint Sophia remains a faithful witness of the unity of the
Kyivan Church sanctified by [divine] grace. . . For Sophia is a symbol of the invincible unity and
wisdom that reaches over temporary barriers of misunderstanding and division, . . . the Church of
Sophia is a holy land of peace and understanding, always open to the ecumenical unity of God’s
children who are scattered throughout the world. . . Together with the bishop of Rome, our Church is in
communion with other Eastern Churches. In this is revealed the particular ecumenical vocation of our
Church: to give witness to undivided Christianity and the martyrs of our age.” He concludes with an
appeal for all of us, Catholic and Orthodox, to renew our appreciation and understanding of the unifying
tradition of the Kyivan Church so that it may serve as the “foundation of our spiritual unification.”
