“Remember”, writes the Franciscan contemplative R. Rohr, *“ the only thing that

separates you from God is the thought that you are separate from God!”

This week we come to the feast of the Ascension (Voznesin’ia). In the Church calendar this marks the
end of the Easter cycle: we stop using the greeting Chrystos Voskres, and look towards the celebration of
Pentecost in 10 days.

At face value, Christ’s ascension may seem like a separation, a departure—the disciples would no longer
share their day’s catch with their friend and mentor. But the opposite is true. The disciples were elated,
joyous. Then, as now, Christ’s resurrection assured us (humanity) that God is with us, in us, in all
creation. Celebrating the Ascension reminds us that Christ, Father, Spirit, are one: God is relationship. In
us, we take part in the Trinity, in the relationship of love. We have the freedom to be open, or not, to God
in us, to recognize, or not, God in creation, but we must remember that there is nothing we can do or not
do to stop being loved by God. Historically even the Church has diverged from this reality, creating
institutional rules and using fear as a tool of control. Yet through Christ we know that God’s presence in
us does not give us control over life; it gives us the power to live in love with hope, strength, and
kindness.

In Matthew (28:20), when Christ sends his followers to spread his message, he reassures them saying:
"And remember that I am always with you until the end of time."

May we too be reassured and strengthened that Divine Love lives in us.
