September 30-: St. Sophia and her daughters: Faith, Hope, and Love

Sophia: the name we use for God’s Wisdom, and the name of the 2nd century woman who gave birth to 3
daughters, Faith, Hope, and Love. Although the history and stories surrounding the 2 Sophias in our Faith
tradition differ, her feast day this Monday gives an opportunity to reflect on Sophia’s significance to each
of us personally.

Still today, Sophia is a popular girl’s name. It is of note that despite our Church’s development
as a patriarchal system, Divine Wisdom is feminine. Sophia is often described as the Holy Spirit and
Christ’s presence and creativity in the world. Not only is Sophia feminine, but St Sophia is the mother of
3 girls. Not only does this evoke Trinity, but girls have not been the preferred gender throughout the
Church’s past. When we see St Sophia as representing the embodiment of God’s Wisdom, we might
conclude that the greatest outcome of human effort is in fact faith, hope, and love: each embodied by a
young girl; each (in the hagiography) tortured and killed, while Sophia, their mother, is forced to watch.

I am struck by the parallel in our lives. How often do we watch, seemingly powerless, as those we love
suffer, or as world events devolve into violence and disasters?

This day of St Sophia, we are reminded that God is with us and will give us the strength and
courage to remain faithful, hopeful, and loving even as we feel broken and vulnerable. We carry Divine
Wisdom within us and in our frailty we can continue to be a creative force of goodness, bringing light to

menacing darkness.
