Canada and the Holodomor

Ukrainian Canadian historian Jars Balan has
uncovered a startling connection between
Canada and the Holodomor in Ukraine. The
Soviet created famine-genocide killed
millions of Ukrainians in 1932-33. It was an
event hidden from Western observers for
decades and still denied by many who accept
Soviet propagandist explanations.

Recently Balan discovered that a young Canadian journalist, Rhea Clyman, had in fact reported on the
famine in Toronto’s Toronto Telegram, and as a result she was expelled from the USSR. Clyman was
Toronto born and from 1928 based in Moscow for the London Daily Express. Although initially
sympathetic to the revolutionary society being built in the Soviet Union her eyes were opened to the
sheer brutality and ruthlessness of Stalin’s regime. She condemned the horrible price being paid by
Ukraine’s peasantry for Stalin’s plans. She returned to Toronto briefly before journeying to Nazi
Germany where she reported on events there. After surviving an airplane crash in 1938 she returned to
Canada. In 1941 she moved to New York where she remained until her death in 1981. Balan rightly
concludes: “The passion, courage and keen eye for detail that she exhibited in her reports from the
Soviet Union at a critical juncture in its evolution deserve to be better known—not only by students of
Soviet history, but by all of the descendants of those who suffered through the beginning years of
Stalin’s quarter-century reign of terror.”
