14" Sunday after Pentecost (5™ tone)
2 Cor. 1:21-2:4; Matthew 22: 1-14.

Lord, have mercy and may Your mercy live in us!

Alms: What is right: should we try to give alms to everyone who asks?

What a great question; one that we might often ask ourselves, especially
when our instincts and common sense tell us that we should avoid strangers!
Although this question expects a ‘yes’ or ‘no’, as with all Christ’s teachings,
the answer is deeper and multi-layered.
All the major world religions instruct us to share what we have with those less fortunate than us. The

Gospels tell us that in helping the most unfortunate individuals, we touch Christ. However, it’s not ok if, like
the Pharisees, we give to charity but don’t treat others kindly! In the Gospel stories, Jesus and the apostles did
not give money to “beggars”; they stopped, spoke together, listened, and “healed” the misfortune of the
individual.
Fun fact: the word “alms” derives from the Greek word for "mercy", also translated as loving kindness or tender
compassion. The Greek word comes from a root word meaning oil that is poured out. So when we sing “Lord have
mercy” we pray that the merciful love of God be poured upon us, like holy oil from above. Mercy (eleos) is God's
love poured out upon His people.

As Christians we strive to imitate the loving kindness and tender compassion of Christ. Thus, giving alms is being
kind and compassionate, not because it is a Church rule, but because we strive to actively love all creation.

Answer: Yes! We aim to give kindness to everyone (whether they ask or not). We try to live each day giving God’s
loving compassion which means sharing what we have and what we are with others. This may be giving money, or
time, or food, or a conversation to those who need it. It might mean acknowledging someone as a fellow human
being and saying hello, rather than turning away. It might mean donating to the food bank or a charity you admire.
Sharing brings us closer to each other as sisters and brothers in the family of God. But It also means being aware of
what kind of society we want to have. Giving to charity is a helpful thing, but what about working to make our
institutions and our government more sensitive to the needs of those who are marginalized, thrown to the wayside
and somehow judged not worthy of our attention or concern?

Lord, have mercy and may Your mercy live in us!

Our traditions are beautiful and complex and it is wonderful to explore and explain their meaning, so if
you have questions, please ask and let’s learn more about our Church and our traditions!
