Our Vibrant Parish

In 1925-1926 a small group of immigrants from Ukraine decided to create a parish and build a
church in Kitchener. Although Canadian society at the time was not always welcoming of
Ukrainians, they had the courage to commit to their goal and in December 1926 Bishop Nykyta
Budka arrived from Winnipeg and blessed the new church. We are the beneficiaries of their
work and that of many generations after them who contributed to the history of this parish.
Today, we are faced with a question: what will be our contribution? Today’s bulletin provides a
summary of our initial discussions on our dreams for the future of our parish. Below we outline
some of things we could do over the next three years in preparation for our church’s 100"
anniversary.

2023-2026 Towards our 100" anniversary

Nourishing our ‘living parish’: deepening our sense of belonging
Broaden our activities for youth and seniors;
Increase participation in liturgies;
Regular coffee after church with better mixing of community;
Could we assist with English language instruction/Speak English café?
Improve communication: Facebook presence;
New activities: screening movies; events focusing on Ukrainian traditions and culture, more events like Discover
Ukraine;
How can we better utilise our hall and the parking lot: a residence for seniors?
Complete renovation of the parish residence;
Day care;
Road to healing of wounds and traumas
Support groups: grief, aging;
UCWLC restart visitation of shut-ins;
Parish socials;
Support for families: financial, psychological, informational and material;
Closeness and practical attention to the poor and marginalized
Support existing charities;
Find ways of assisting homeless;
Food assistance: once/month meal for wider community; hire a food truck and pay for free meals; Food Bank
donations;
Donation of toiletries to hospitals;
Blankets for seniors’ homes;
Accompanying those in need;
Temporary shelter for newcomers and those in need (perhaps there are grants available?);
The Christian family: the domestic Church
Parish pilgrimage;
Monthly rosary;
Help parents understand their role in nurturing religious and human values;
Organize events to explain how to hold family Christian celebrations: baptism, marriage
Social evenings for married couples, everyone, youth;
The above is a summary of the ideas which you expressed at our meeting. This is not a list of what we will do, rather what we
could be doing. The new Pastoral Council will meet to discuss this list and perhaps add some ideas. After a discussion it will be
tasked to develop a plan of activities for the next three years, which would include what they think can be done. We have started
a new process of planning and activity in our Eparchy and in our parish—Iet us pray for success in our common endeavour!
