On Monday, July 15, according to the Gregorian calendar, we celebrate the memory of the Holy
Co-Apostle, Grand Prince Volodymyr, who was baptized as Vasyl. He was the youngest son of
Svyatoslav, grandson of St. Olga Elena. St. Volodymyr was the first prince to unite all of Kyivan Rus.

His grandmother, the Holy Princess Olga, who was a devout Christian, had a great influence on
his life.

According to legend, Saint Prince Volodymyr was the Baptist of Kievan Rus and therefore was
named an equal to the Apostles. According to the stories of those times, the Grand Prince did not want to
- i impose his will on the people, so he sent ten wise, experienced men to foreign lands to learn about every
ChbHAZL = - W faith and rite. When they returned, they said that they liked the Greeks, that their worship struck the hearts

N ; of the envoys, that it seemed to them as if angels were standing at the throne in the church during the
service, and they advised the prince to accept the faith from Greece. They said: “If the Greek faith were
not good, then Olga, your grandmother, a woman wiser than all men, would not have accepted it!”” Thus,
the advice of the elders of the people fully responded to the desire of Prince Volodymyr - he decided to
accept the Eastern Rite Christianity, which is most in line with the Rus’ spirit.

In those days, Rus was a powerful state, and Prince Volodymyr claimed to marry the sister of the
Byzantine Emperor Basil II, Anna. Anna agreed to this, but on the condition that Volodymyr would be
baptized. And soon she arrived in Korsun with a magnificent court. Volodymyr fell seriously ill with an
eye infection, but the disease receded immediately after his baptism. In the Church of St. James the
Apostle, having been taught the truths of Christ’s faith, Volodymyr was baptized by the Bishop of Korsun
and at the same time received a new name, Vasyl. This happened in 988. Many soldiers from his squad
were baptized with him. After his baptism, Volodymyr-Vasylii married Anna, and in memory of this
important event he ordered the construction of the Church of St. Basil in Korsun, returned the conquered
land to the emperors, took with him the relics of St. Pope Clement and his disciple St. Thebes, took many
priests and Metropolitan Michael, and in addition church equipment and holy books, and returned to Rus.

St. Volodymyr received the faith of Christ from the Greeks when the Church was united, when there were no divisions, and thus received the faith
from the purest source, and at the same time the true supreme authority of the successor of the holy Apostle Peter, the visible head of Christ’s Church, the
Pope.

Upon his return to Kyiv, St. Volodymyr began to baptize the entire nation. In Kyiv, at the place now called Khreshchatyk, the people entered the
Dnipro River to be baptized. The people entered the river in communities, and each community was given to the care of a saint during baptism. And St.
Volodymyr prayed loudly to God on the shore: “O Lord God, Creator of heaven and earth, send your enlightenment to your people and let them recognize
You, the true God, and establish them in the holy faith, and give me help against visible and invisible enemies, and glorify Your holy Name in Rus!” This
happened on August 1, 988. After baptizing Kyiv, St. Volodymyr began to spread the faith of Christ in other cities - in Pereyaslav, Chernihiv, Belgorod,
Volodymyr-Volynskyi, Novgorod, and Rostov.

He founded schools everywhere and built churches, including the Church of the Tithes in honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary. For this church, he
assigned a tenth of the prince’s income for life. Every day, long tables were set up in the prince’s court, where the prince, the “great sun” as the people
called him, treated the poor and sent food to the sick to their homes.

It should be noted that Christianity in Rus began long before the reign of St. Volodymyr. Back in 97, when St. Pope Clement arrived in exile in
Chersonese, he said that he had already met Christians there. About 800 years have passed since the reign of St. Volodymyr began, so it is certain that not
only the southern parts of Rus became Christian. However, the story of the baptism of the Rus&#39; people has a deep symbolic meaning for us and
reminds us that true greatness and prosperity are possible only when we are with God and live in accordance with the Law of Our Lord Jesus Christ.
