The brothers Borys and Hlib, the younger sons of Prince Volodymyr Sviatoslavych, whose
memory is celebrated on July 24, who tragically died in 1015 during the internecine struggle for
the princely throne, are the first saints canonized by the Old Rus Church. They are recognized as
miracle workers and prayers before God “for the Rus’ land.

It is significant that shortly after their deaths, even before their official canonization, the
veneration of Borys and Hlib spread among all segments of the people. Those who wished for
healing and miracles would come to their grave in the town of Vyshhorod, near Kyiv, to worship.

The Greek Church generally knew very few lay saints. Most importantly, ascetic ascetics
and saints were venerated as saints, and a few lay people were canonized as martyrs for the faith.
But the Russian brother princes did not “fit” this type of sainthood. After all, their martyrdom was
not related to persecution of the faith, but to the struggle for power.

What is remarkable and unusual about the story of the deaths of Borys and Hlib is that
they choose to die of their own free will; they have the opportunity to be saved, but do not want
to endanger their faithful servants who are willing to give their lives for them-all of which makes
them appear as spokespersons for a new historical idea. There was something that the holy
brothers put above their lives. The cult of Borys and Hlib served to preach and put into practice humility, love, and rejection of the futility of the earthly
world, which are associated with the realization of the senselessness of the desire for power.

Modesty, meekness, and humility are the qualities that characterize the moral character of the holy brothers Borys and Hlib.

This week, on Thursday, July 27, we celebrate the Assumption of the Righteous Anna, the mother
of the Blessed Virgin Mary. The wise and blessed Anna was the daughter of the priest Maththan and his
wife Mary, of the tribe of Levi, of the family of Aaron. The righteous Anna and Joachim, the parents of

&\ the Blessed Virgin Mary, were blessed with the Holy Mary through their faith and prayers. The life of this
m couple was filled with hope and promises that were realized through the miraculous intervention of an
ey angel of God.

C According to an ancient story, the Messiah was to appear from the lineage of David. The couple
lived in Nazareth of Galilee. Every year they gave two-thirds of their income to the Jerusalem temple and
to the poor. By a special Providence of God, the holy couple did not have children until they were very
old. The couple grieved greatly over this, since childlessness was considered a grave misfortune and a
punishment of God among the Jews. The saints prayed fervently for the granting of offspring.

On one of the feasts, when the Israelites brought gifts to God in the Jerusalem temple, the high
priest, thinking that the childless Joachim did not have the blessing of God, refused to accept the gifts from
him. St. Joachim was greatly distressed. Without returning home, St. Joachim went to the desert and spent
forty days in strict fasting and prayer, invoking the mercy of God and washing away his dishonor with
bitter tears.

His wife, St. Anna, considered herself the main culprit of the grief that befell them. One day, when
she saw a nest with barely fledged birds among the branches of a laurel tree, she prayed tearfully for a
baby, promising to offer the child she had born to God. As soon as St. Anna uttered the words of her vow,
the Angel of God informed her that her prayer had been granted and said that she would give birth to a
: daughter named Mary, through whom all the tribes of the world would be blessed. Overjoyed, St. Anne

; hurried to the Jerusalem temple to thank God and repeat her vow to dedicate her expected child to Him.
(BN l"h“ll Il i1 | G With the same good news, an g.ngel also appeared to St. Joachim in the Qesert and told .him to go
to Jerusalem. In Jerusalem, the holy righteous Anna conceived the Blessed Child and gave birth to the
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Blessed Virgin Mary.

Until the age of three, the Blessed Virgin Mary lived in her parents’ house, and then was solemnly brought by Saints Joachim and Anna to the
temple of the Lord, where she was brought up to adulthood.

Shortly after entering the Church of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the eighty-year-old elder Joachim died. Anna, according to legend, died peacefully
in Jerusalem at the age of 79, before the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

The Church calls Joachim and Anna the Godfathers because they were the ancestors of Jesus Christ in the flesh, and every day at the Divine Liturgy
asks for their prayers.
