The beginning of the liturgical year in our Church is September 1.

. The full circle of our church liturgical year lasts from September 1 to
- August 31. The Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council in Nicaea in 325
s adopted the date of September 1 as the beginning of the New Church
¥4 Year. This has remained in the Eastern Church to this day. The Latin
Church begins the liturgical year on the first Sunday of Advent, that is,
. the Christmas fast. This date became a church holiday, that is, a day with
a separate service. On this day, our Church commemorates an event in
the life of Jesus Christ, when He came to the temple in Nazareth and read
the words of the prophet Isaiah: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me,
| because he has anointed me... to proclaim the favorable year of the Lord”
(Luke 4:18-19). In the book of Leviticus (23, 24) we read: “The first day
of the seventh month shall be a great memorial rest for you, with the
sounding of the trumpets and the holy assembly.” This day was called the
day of the trumpets because it was announced by the sound of the rams’
horns from which the trumpets were made. And the ram’s horns were
used as a reminder that on this very day Abraham was supposed to sacrifice his son Isaac on Mount Moriah, but God sent his
angel and he showed Abraham a ram that got tangled in the thorns with its horns. That is why the Jews also began the new year
in the month of September. For the Jews, September was also memorable because in this month the Temple of Solomon was
consecrated. When Jesus Christ was just beginning to teach, one Saturday in Nazareth He came to a school where there were
scribes and asked them to give Him the Holy Scriptures. They gave Him the book of Isaiah, and He opened the book at the very
words with which the prophet foretold Christ the Savior: “The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me, for the Lord has anointed me.
He has sent me to bring good news to the poor, to heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, to open the eyes
of the prisoners, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor” (Isaiah 61:1-2). After these words, Christ the Savior began to teach.
If we are poor in heart, if we repent and seek healing and liberation from the bondage of sin, if our soul longs for the light of
truth, then let us hurry to Jesus, and He will look upon us and bless us and walk among us and be our God and we His people.

It is a good tradition in our Church to prepare children for their First Confession and Solemn Holy Communion.

We invite all children from the age of 8 (as well as older children who for some reason have not yet made their First
Confession and Holy Communion) to register. Catechetical classes will begin in October. To register, we invite parents to
contact Fr.

On Sunday, September 8, after the Divine Liturgy, we invite everyone to a delicious coffee. We will socialize and
discuss some important upcoming projects in our parish.
