On November 30, we celebrate the memory of St. Andrew the First-Called. St. Andrew
was the first among the apostles to recognize Christ the Savior and follow Him, so he is called
. the “First-Called.”

After the Descent of the Holy Spirit, when all the apostles dispersed to preach the word
of God, St. Andrew brought the light of true teaching to the Gentiles. The Holy Fathers of the
Church, in particular Gregory the Theologian, Gregory the Great, John Chrysostom, and
Jerome, agree that St. Andrew taught in Greece, in Epirus, he enlightened Achaia, and,
according to tradition, he was the first to proclaim the word of God in Constantinople, where
he appointed Stachy, whom the Apostle Paul calls his beloved, as bishop. The oldest church
writers claim that the Apostle Andrew preached the teachings of Christ in the Skytia, i.e., on
the territory of Rus. The chronicler Nestorius and others say, based on tradition, that St. Andrew
and his disciples walked up the Dnipro River to the hills where Kyiv later stood. Here the holy
apostle spent the night, and in the morning, looking around at that wonderful, sprawling
paradise of God, he said to his disciples: “Do you see those mountains? Know that the grace
of God will shine on them, and a great city will arise here, and there will be many churches in
it, and this whole land will be enlightened by holy baptism.” And, having put up a cross here,

he went on.

‘ St. Andrew was martyred in Patras, in Achaea. He was condemned to death by the
governor of Achaia, who ordered him to tie the holy apostle to a cross. “And when he saw the
cross on which he was to die,” says St. Vernard, he did not grow pale at the sight of it, nor did
his face change, but prayed with joy: “O good, holy cross, for which I have been longing for so long! I come to you calmly and joyfully.
You have accepted my Divine Savior, accept me, His disciple, so that through you I may come to Him!” Are these the words of a man or
rather an angel? These are the words of a man who was ready to suffer as much as we are ready to suffer today, and who loved God with
all his heart, and that love was stronger than death! Oh, if we had such love, how sweet would all labor be to us, how easy would all death
be, how sweet would all suffering be! Therefore, let us seek such love, and if we have it, let us keep it within ourselves and remember the
words of the Savior that whoever wants to follow Him and be His disciple must take up his cross.” So says St. Vernard.

St. Andrew was tormented on the cross for three days, and on November 0, 62, his soul flew to heaven, and the “First-Called” sat on
the throne of unceasing glory. In 355, the relics of St. Andrew were transferred to Constantinople and placed together with the relics of St.
Luke and St. Timothy in the Church of the Holy Apostles.

In 1212, Prince Mstyslav Romanovych built the Church of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross on Kyiv Hill, where, according to
tradition, the Apostle Andrew once foretold the future of Rus'. Six years later, it was rebuilt and dedicated to the memory of St. Andrew.
