The evangelist Matthew, the only one of all the evangelists, describes the baptism of
Jesus in the Jordan by John, and presents a conversation between John and Jesus. Let's try to
listen to this conversation, but first we need to say a few words about John.

John, who had been in the desert for a long time in prayer and in the knowledge of God,
was graced to be a prophet and baptizer of the Lord. There, in the desert, he recognized himself
as “the voice crying out in the wilderness” (Jn 1:23). While in prayer, he also realized what he
was called to do, what exactly he was to do. From Matthew's narrative, we can understand that
John was given the ability to recognize the one whom he was to reveal to Israel. John also
received a revelation from God about what the Messiah would do (baptize with the Holy Spirit
and fire). John realized his insignificance before the Messiah (he was not worthy to wear his
shoes).

We understand that John's idea of the Messiah was formed on the basis of God's
revelations. Through God's grace, he recognized Jesus of Nazareth as the one he had been
expecting, but he did not understand God's will for his personal actions toward Jesus.

John proceeds from what God has already revealed to him, from his awareness of
himself and from his awareness of who he is facing, and therefore says that it is he who needs
to be baptized into Jesus. John does not understand why Jesus came and stood in the midst of sinners. It can be said that John's knowledge
was not complete and final, and this caused the initial misunderstanding.

The meeting with Jesus opened up a new opportunity that John did not expect, which was to become a baptizer of the Lord. During
the conversation between John and Jesus, it is not so much John's understanding of reality that prevails, but rather his personal willingness
to do the Lord's will. Jesus reveals to John what he is called to do in order to fulfill all justice. Therefore, when John hears what Jesus has
said, he does without hesitation what seems strange to him, but is the only right thing to do - he fulfills the will of God.

Today let us think about what concerns our personal lives, in which each of us is called to fulfill the will of God. Let us ask ourselves
the question: Do I understand how to live and how to fulfill the will of God? And, having understood God's will for me, am I ready to
renounce my personal beliefs that seem right to me as a human being and do what the Lord offers me?
