The Holy Church, preparing us for Lent, pointed out the first step to conversion in the
parable of the tax collector and the Pharisee: obedience. And this Sunday, using the parable of
the prodigal son, the Church teaches us what returning to God looks like in practice. And where
there is humility and brokenness of heart, the way to God's mercy is open.

Experts in the Holy Scriptures call the parable of the Prodigal Son the pearl of all
parables. It has a deeply moral meaning, and its dramatic story is eternally repeated in the
hearts of thousands and millions of souls around the world. The prodigal son is a symbol of
every sinful soul. With the help of this parable, we are convinced that nothing earthly can
satisfy our desire for happiness. True happiness and peace are only where the Lord God, our
loving Father, is. Some teachers of spiritual life call this story a parable of God's love.

Anyone who leaves God through sin and seeks happiness outside of Him will sooner or
later have to say to himself, along with the prodigal son: “I will arise and go to my father.”

The Holy Church, in order to remind us that we are all exiles on this earth and far from
our heavenly homeland, tells us to sing on this day the best song of longing for our native land
that history knows. It is the song of longing of the Israelite people in Babylonian captivity.
This wistful song is recorded in Psalm 137. The following verses of this psalm are sung at
Matins this Sunday:

"Over the rivers of Babylon, Alleluia, there we sat and wept, as we remembered Zion.
Alleluia. Sing to us the songs of Zion! Alleluia. How shall we sing the songs of the Lord in a
strange land? Hallelujah. O daughter of Babylon, wicked one, happy is the one who seizes your
children and smashes them against a stone. Hallelujah.” The chanting of this psalm has a
special tone. Each verse ends with a long and moving singing of the triple “Alleluia”. This
psalm is sung on Meatfear and Cheesefear Sundays. Out of longing for God, following the

example of the prodigal son, the heart of the sinner weeps over the sinful state of his soul. Where there is an understanding of one's own
need, there is sincere regret and repentance, and there is also a prayer for forgiveness and God's mercy.
