Troparion (t. 1): Rejoice, O gracious Virgin Mary, * for from you the Sun of truth has
risen, Christ our God, * who enlightens those who are in darkness. * Rejoice also, O elder of
the righteous, * for you have received into your arms the redeemer of our souls, who gives us
the resurrection.

Kontakion (t. 1): You sanctified the virgin's womb with your nativity* and blessed the
hands of Simeon as was proper, * You preceded and now save us, O Christ God, * but calm
your people in battle and strengthen the people you loved, O only Man.

On the fortieth day after the Nativity of Jesus Christ, the Most Holy Mother of God
brings the Child to the Jerusalem temple to purify herself (although she did not need this
purification) and to offer her firstborn Son to the heavenly Father. In the Law of Moses, the
Lord God required that every firstborn son should be dedicated to Him in gratitude for the fact
that God had brought death to all the firstborn in Egypt and saved the children of Israel. The
priest received each child brought in his arms, and the parents sacrificed a lamb or, if they were
very poor, a pair of pigeons or turtledoves. Then the child was taken from the hands of the
priest to be brought up by him. In order to teach us how to obey God's laws, the Savior and the
Blessed Virgin Mary, although they were not obliged to do so, fulfilled this command. The
holy evangelist Luke describes this event as follows: “They brought Him to Jerusalem to
present Him before the Lord, as it is written in the law of the Lord: “Every firstborn male shall
be consecrated to the Lord,” and to offer a sacrifice, as it is written in the law of the Lord: “A
pair of turtledoves or two doves.” Now there was a man in Jerusalem named Simeon, a
righteous and godly man who was waiting for the comfort of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was
upon him. It was revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death before he saw Christ the Lord. He came in the Spirit to the
temple. And as the parents were bringing the child Jesus in to be administered to him according to the lawful custom, he took him in his
arms, blessed God, and said: “Now, O Lord, you can let your servant go according to your word in peace, for my eyes have seen your
salvation, which you have prepared before all the nations; a light to enlighten the Gentiles, and the glory of your people Israel.” His father
and mother were amazed at what was said about Him. Simeon blessed them and said to his mother Mary: “This one is set up for the fall and
the rise of many in Israel; he will be a sign of contradiction, and the sword will pierce your own soul, so that the thoughts of many hearts
may be revealed.” There was also Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel of the tribe of Asher; she was very old and had lived with
her husband for seven years from her virginity; and she remained a widow until her eighty-fourth year, and did not leave the temple, serving
(God) night and day with fasting and prayer. And she came up at the same hour and began to glorify God and speak of him to all those who
were waiting for the deliverance of Jerusalem” (Luke 2:22-38).
