On Tuesday, March 25, we celebrate the Feast of the Annunciation of Our Lady and the
Holy Virgin Mary. The Sacrament of the Annunciation is of great importance because it is the
beginning of the New Testament, the beginning of our salvation. Humanity has been waiting for
the good news of the archangel about the incarnation of the Son of God for many thousands of
years. Heaven was waiting for that good news, the earth was waiting, and the souls of the righteous
in hell were waiting. With this day, God's promise to send the Savior was fulfilled, for on this day
“the Word became flesh and dwelt among us” (John 1:14).

In the sermon on the Annunciation, attributed to St. John Chrysostom, we read: “Gabriel
was sent to announce universal salvation. Gabriel was sent to bring Adam the promise of a return
from bondage. Gabriel was sent to the Virgin to change the dishonor of the female sex into honor.
Gabriel was sent to prepare a decent wedding chamber for the pure Bridegroom. Gabriel was sent
to betroth the creature to the Creator. Gabriel was sent to the living chamber of the King of angels.
Gabriel was sent to the virgin betrothed to Joseph, but kept for the Son. A disembodied servant
was sent to a pure virgin. He was sent free from sin to the one delivered from corruption. A
lamplight was sent to point to the Sun of truth. The morning was sent, running before the light of
day. Gabriel was sent to point to the One who is in the bosom of the Father and in the arms of the
Mother. Gabriel was sent to proclaim the One who is on the throne and in the manger.”

With the moment of the angel's announcement, the Son of God begins the first moments
of God's earthly life in the virgin womb of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This celebration clearly
emphasizes her privileges of motherhood and virginity.

Vesnianky have long been traditional for Ukrainian culture. These are ceremonial round dance songs associated with the beginning of spring and
spring field work. One of the varieties of vesnianky is hayivky. Hayivky of the Christian period are dedicated to Easter and the Resurrection of Jesus Christ.
This year, Easter falls on April 20, so on Holy Monday ("‘Oblyvanyi’) we invite everyone to join the celebration of Easter near our church and lead the
hayivky. This Easter ritual is an important part of Ukrainian culture, as it conveys the identity, the genetic code of the Ukrainian nation, just like the tradition
of writing Pysanky or baking Paska. During the Soviet regime, hayivky were banned, as was anything Ukrainian. During the long years of the occupation
regime, people began to forget this tradition. So now is the time to revive it.

The most common form of performing hayivkas is acting out a song plot in a circle. These include hayivky such as “Mak,” “Podolyanochka,”
“Holubka,” and others. The movements imitated plowing, sowing, sprouting, flowering, ripening, and harvesting of crops.

We invite children, young people, and the older generation to practice in hayivky, learn a few songs and movements, and have a great holiday on
Easter. Come to the Ukrainian Catholic Center on Sunday after the Liturgy.

From the earliest centuries, Christians have been making pilgrimages, which is a journey of believers to holy places for worship. Pilgrimage is a
spiritual work aimed at purifying the soul. The term “palomnyk” is of Western origin and is a contraction of the word “palm tree.” A “palomnyk” is someone
who carries a palm branch, a translation of the corresponding Latin word, which refers to people who carry a palm branch and participate in the Palm
Sunday procession. In the Western tradition, the term “religious pilgrim” focuses not on the spiritual state but on external movement in space - a traveler,
someone who wanders. An excellent explanation of the term “pilgrim” is found in the Ukrainian language, “prochanyn”, which means “to go on proshcha”
- to seek forgiveness for sins by going to holy places with prayer. The term combines a state of mind and movement toward a goal. The true meaning of
this integral part of the spiritual life of a Christian must be properly understood by everyone who wishes to make a pilgrimage to holy places. And then, no
doubt, every pilgrimage will contribute to the spiritual growth and transformation of a person.

We invite you to a pilgrimage on Saturday, March 29. We will have the opportunity to go through the jubilee doors, confess, participate in the Holy
Liturgy and receive a full absolution, guidance and blessing from Bishop Bryan.
