The next Sunday after the Resurrection of Christ has different names.

Thomas' Sunday is named after the event in the Holy Gospel, which tells of the
meeting of the apostle Thomas with the risen Christ.

Antipascha Sunday, which means “instead of Easter” in Greek, because for the first
Christians it was like a repetition of the Easter holiday. On the eighth day after Christ's
Resurrection, there were separate celebrations in Jerusalem, and on that day the Holy
Gospel about the conversion of the Apostle Thomas was read.

It was called New Sunday, or Renewal Sunday, because it was the first Sunday after
Easter and it renewed the celebration of Easter. On this day, Jesus Christ renewed the joy
of his Resurrection for the apostles by his appearance.

White Sunday, or “in white”. Once upon a time, the newly baptized, having been
baptized on Holy Saturday, wore white clothes throughout the entire Bright Week, and
on Tomine Sunday, in a special ceremony, they took off these clothes.

Leading Sunday. Some authors derive this name from the fact that this Sunday leads
up to and continues the Easter holiday. Our people used to organize a send-off on Tomyn
Sunday, i.e., the commemoration of the dead, with a special meal and prayers for the souls
of the dead in the cemetery.

The celebration of the eighth day after Easter, as the end of the celebrations of the
Bright Week, has long been considered a separate holiday. The theme of the services of
this feast, as well as the week that follows it, is the Gospel event that describes the
appearance of Jesus Christ on the eighth day after the Resurrection and the touching
conversion and confession of faith of the holy apostle Thomas.

St. John Chrysostom in his sermon on Thomas' Sunday proclaims the following
praise: “He used to be weaker than the other apostles in faith, but by the grace of God he became more courageous and tireless than they
all. He traveled almost the entire earth with his preaching, not afraid to preach God's word to fierce, wild, and bloodthirsty peoples.”
Tradition says that St. Thomas the Apostle died the death of a martyr for the faith of Christ in India.
