Saint Elijah, whom the Church calls “the fiery man” and “an angel in the flesh,” is one of
the greatest prophets of the Old Testament. His word was powerful like a torch because he
lived in deep union with God and stood fervently as a guardian of true faith in a nation falling
into idolatry. His devotion, courage, and sacrificial spirit made him a symbol of prophetic zeal
and faithfulness to the Lord.

Born in Tishbe of Gilead, from the priestly line of Aaron, Elijah from a young age loved
prayer, the desert, silence, and purity. Raised among the priests, he felt God's call to a great
mission. In the time of King Ahab and his ruthless wife Jezebel, who promoted the cult of Baal,
Elijah openly opposed their falsehood. By his word, the heavens were shut for three years, and
the people suffered from drought. During that time, he hid by the brook of Cherith, where God
miraculously sustained him through ravens bringing him food.

Later, the Lord sent Elijah to Zarephath of Sidon, where he met a poor widow. She believed
his word and shared her last portion of bread—and miraculously, the flour and oil in her house
never ran out. When her son died, Elijah prayed and raised him from the dead, which greatly
strengthened her faith and revealed God's power to the people.

Afterward, Elijah returned to confront Ahab and summoned the people of Israel to a test of
faith on Mount Carmel. He stood against 450 prophets of Baal and demonstrated that the Lord
alone is the true God. At his prayer, fire fell from heaven, consuming the sacrifice, wood,
stones, and even the water. The people fell down and cried out, “The Lord is God!” — and the
false prophets were condemned. This became a turning point in Israel’s spiritual renewal.

Even such a hero of faith experienced discouragement. Fleeing Jezebel’s threats, Elijah
went into the desert and prayed for death. But God did not abandon him—He revealed Himself

not in the storm or fire, but in the gentle breeze on Mount Horeb, showing that His true power is in mercy and peace. Strengthened, Elijah
anointed Elisha as prophet and continued to denounce King Ahab’s injustices—all of which were fulfilled in time.

At the end of his earthly life, Elijah was taken up to heaven in a fiery chariot, leaving his mantle to Elisha—a sign of prophetic succession.
Christ Himself confirmed that Elijah will return before His glorious Second Coming to prepare humanity for the final judgment. According
to Church tradition, Elijah is the forerunner who prepares the way of the Lord.

From ancient times, Christians have honored Saint Elijah. His life is a model of courage, zeal, prayer, obedience to God, and love for
the truth. In Kyivan Rus’, even before the Baptism of Rus’, the first known church in Kyiv was dedicated to him—a sign of his special
veneration among our people. Let us also call upon the prophet in prayer today, asking him to teach us truth, fervor in faith, and deep trust
in the living God who works in every generation.
