Saint Panteleimon (which means “all-merciful”) was born in the city of Nicomedia.
His mother, a Christian named Eudulia, sowed the seeds of faith in his heart from an
early age. However, after her death, the boy was raised in paganism. His father,
Eustorgius, a wealthy pagan, gave him a fine education and entrusted his medical
training to the renowned physician Euphrosinus. Panteleimon quickly mastered the
art of healing and became a favorite of Emperor Maximian.

Everything changed when the young man met Presbyter Hermolaus—one of the last
Christians in the city. Their conversations awakened Panteleimon’s memories of his
mother and the Christian faith. One day, seeing a child who had died from a snake bite,
he invoked the name of Jesus Christ—and the child came back to life. That same day,
Panteleimon was baptized and decided to dedicate his life to God and the service of
others.

He continued healing people without asking for payment and gave away his
inheritance to the poor. He visited Christians in prison, comforted the suffering, and
healed the sick. When he miraculously healed a blind man, even his father came to
believe in Christ. Jealous rivals informed the emperor that Panteleimon was a
Christian. The emperor executed the healed blind man and arrested Panteleimon.

The saint was brutally tortured: his body was torn with iron claws, he was thrown
into molten lead, into the sea with a stone around his neck, and even to wild beasts—
but he remained unharmed. The beasts licked his feet instead. Many pagans converted,
witnessing these miracles, but the emperor remained hardened in unbelief.

At his trial, Panteleimon declared that his mentor in the faith was Hermolaus. The
emperor had Hermolaus and his companions Hermippos and Hermocrates executed
after a brief trial. Soon after, Panteleimon also accepted martyrdom—following a
farewell prayer, one of the soldiers, tearfully, beheaded him. This took place on July
27, 305.

His body remained incorrupt, and his relics became renowned for miraculous

healings. Some of them are preserved to this day on Mount Athos, where Saint Panteleimon is especially venerated. In Ukraine,
he has been honored for centuries. He is considered the patron saint of physicians, medical personnel, and all who are sick or
suffering. He is invoked during water blessings, in prayers for healing, and in the sacrament of Holy Anointing.
