September 1 — Beginning of the New Liturgical Year

The liturgical year, also called the ecclesiastical year, differs from the
secular calendar. In the Eastern Church, it begins not on January 1, but
on September 1. This date is also known as the Beginning of the
Indiction, and from it the full cycle of the liturgical year is counted —
until August 31.

What does the word “indiction” mean?

: It comes from the Latin indictio, meaning “proclamation” or “tax.” In

= the Roman Empire, it referred to the emperor’s decree to assess land for
taxation. At first, an indiction meant only such a decree; later it came to
mean a fifteen-year cycle and its first day. During the reign of Constantine
the Great (4th c.), the first day of the indiction was moved to September
1. From then on, this date became a reference point for civic and
ecclesiastical life.

The Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council (325 A.D.) adopted
September 1 as the beginning of the Church year. In our Eastern Church
this tradition continues to this day. In contrast, the Latin Church begins the liturgical year with the First Sunday of Advent.

Why September?

This date has deep roots in Jewish tradition. In the Jewish calendar, September marked the beginning of the civil year, the
seventh month after March, when God led Israel out of Egyptian slavery. The first day of September was observed as the Feast
of Trumpets — a memorial of Abraham’s sacrifice and the saving of his son Isaac. September was also the month of the
dedication of Solomon’s Temple.

In Christian worship, September 1 is connected with the event in Nazareth, when Jesus Christ read from the prophet Isaiah
in the synagogue: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because He has anointed me... to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”
With these words Christ identified Himself as the One who brings freedom, healing, and salvation to the world.

Meaning for us today

The beginning of the new Church year is not only a liturgical feast, but also a reminder of a new beginning in our spiritual
life. It is an invitation to entrust ourselves to Christ, who blesses us for another year of faith, prayer, and service.

It is also no coincidence that September 1 marks the beginning of the academic year. At this time the Church especially prays
for children, students, teachers, professors, and all who study and teach. Education and formation are not only about acquiring
knowledge, but also about shaping the heart and spirit.

May the Lord bless all who begin this school year, strengthen teachers with patience, inspire parents, and grant children and
youth a love for truth and wisdom.

We wish everyone a blessed and fruitful beginning of the new liturgical and academic year!
