On October 1st, our Church solemnly celebrates the Feast of the Protection of the Most
Holy Theotokos — a feast deeply rooted in the faith and tradition of the Ukrainian people. For
many centuries, the faithful have come under the Protection of the Mother of God, fervently
asking for Her intercession and help in the most difficult moments of life.

The history of this feast goes back to the beginning of the 10th century in Constantinople.
At that time, a terrible plague struck the city, and in despair the people gathered for prayer
in the Church of Blachernae, where the sacred relics of the Mother of God — Her velil,
omophorion, and belt — were kept. During the all-night vigil, St. Andrew the Fool-for-Christ,
together with his disciple Epiphanius, witnessed a wondrous vision. They saw the Most Holy
Theotokos surrounded by saints, praying with tears for the people. Then She removed Her
radiant veil and spread it over the entire congregation, as if protecting them from disaster.
After this event, the plague ceased, and Christians began to honor with special devotion the
Protection of Her grace.

The feast soon spread among the Slavic peoples. Kyivan Rus’ embraced it with particular
reverence, always aware of the need for heavenly intercession. Churches were dedicated to
the Protection of the Mother of God, and She became for our people the Mother and
Protectress, to whom they turned both in times of war and in personal struggles.

Today, just as in the past, we understand that the greatest support for our people is faith
in God and love for His Most Pure Mother. She never abandons Her children, even when the
world seems dark and unjust. Each year, as we celebrate the Feast of the Protection, we thank
the Mother of God for Her constant intercession and ask for peace, unity, and freedom for
our people and for all of Ukraine.
