The Holy Church celebrates on November 21 the Feast of the Entrance of the Most
Pure Virgin Mary into the Temple in Jerusalem. According to tradition, Saint Anna
dedicated Mary to God even before her birth. When the Virgin turned three, the
righteous Joachim and Anna brought Her to the Temple and entrusted Her to the
priest Zechariah.

At the Temple lived women and young maidens dedicated to God; they prayed,
worked, and cared for the holy place. Mary remained there until the age of fifteen,
living a deeply spiritual life. During this time, She secretly made a vow of virginity.
Upon leaving the Temple, She was entrusted to the care of Saint Joseph, to continue a
life of prayer, purity, and total dedication to God.

Tradition describes Her quiet daily tasks and extraordinary holiness. Yet any
human praise is only a shadow compared to the greatness of the Most Holy Mother of
God. From Her earliest years She was completely devoted to the will of God. Her
offering of Herself in the Temple was a great sacrifice, second only to Christ’'s own
sacrifice. The angels marveled at the grace that filled this three-year-old Child, even
though they did not yet know that She would become the Mother of God.

Saint Ambrose describes Mary’s youth in this way: “She was very humble, quiet,
and wise. She loved to read the Holy Scriptures, prayed often, was obedient and respectful to her superiors, yet gentle and
merciful to all. She loved poverty, avoided praise, hated envy, and wished harm to no one. Her life was full of virtue, simplicity,
and hard work. She ate little and did not seek comfort. She was a mirror of virtue and a model of perfection.”
