Saint John Chrysostom, whom the Church calls “the mouth of Christ,” was born
around the year 347 in Antioch. He lost his father early in life but was blessed with a
holy mother, Anthusa, who, having become a widow, dedicated herself completely to
God and to raising her son. From her, John received the most precious gifts — a living
faith and a deep love for the Church.

John received an excellent education and possessed great literary talent. Even in
his youth, he impressed everyone with the power of his speech. Yet, instead of pursuing
a life of luxury and worldly success, he chose the path of prayer, simplicity, and the
study of Scripture. After his mother’s death, he gave away his wealth to the poor and
withdrew to the mountains near Antioch, where he lived for several years as a strict
ascetic. Weakened by fasting, he returned to the city and was ordained deacon, and
later priest.

As a preacher in Antioch, Saint John truly became the Church’s “golden mouth.”
His sermons were profound yet clear and demanding: he explained the Scriptures,
called people to repentance, and especially to mercy. He lived simply and gave

everything he had to the poor.

In 398, John was called to Constantinople and appointed archbishop. He zealously defended the purity of faith, fought
against injustice, denounced the vanity and indifference of the wealthy, and encouraged prayer and the singing of psalms in
daily life. Under his influence, the spiritual life of the capital was renewed — heretics and pagans converted, and parish life
flourished.

Yet his fearless preaching and dedication to truth made him many enemies. Intrigues at the imperial court led to unjust
trials and his exile. Worn out by illness, hardships, and long journeys, Saint John surrendered his soul to God in exile with the
words: “Glory be to God for all things!” (407 AD).

Saint John Chrysostom left a rich spiritual legacy — his homilies, commentaries on Scripture, and writings on priesthood
and Christian life. He is the author of the Divine Liturgy celebrated almost every Sunday in our churches. We honor him as a
great teacher of the Church and intercessor for priests, preachers, and all who hear the Word of God.

Let us ask Saint John to teach us to love the Gospel, to live with mercy, and to courageously witness to Christ in our daily
lives.
