The Sunday of Zacchaeus holds a special place in the liturgical
year. It is the first Sunday of the preparatory cycle before Great
. Lent and at the same time marks a gradual transition from the
Christmas season to the Paschal journey — toward the Cross and
the Resurrection of Christ.

The Christmas period revealed to us a God who comes into the

1 world, becomes close, and enters human history. Now the Church
4 Degins to lead us further — toward a deeper understanding of why
Christ came: to raise the human person from sin, to heal the heart,
and to open the way to resurrection.

The figure of Zacchaeus is deeply meaningful. He is a tax
collector, a man with a tarnished reputation, a sinner in the eyes of
society. Yet he is also someone who desires to see Jesus. His height,
his status, and the judgment of others all become obstacles. But
Zacchaeus does not stop — he climbs a tree, taking a step that may
seem foolish or humiliating, yet is sincere.

And here the most important moment occurs: Jesus stops first, looks at Zacchaeus, and calls him by name. Salvation begins
not with condemnation, but with an encounter. Zacchaeus’s response is a response of the heart: a change of life, a commitment
to justice, and a readiness to make restitution.

On this Sunday, the Church reminds us that fasting begins not with restrictions, but with the desire to see Christ. It is a time
when we gradually move away from the festive mood of Christmas and begin to look honestly at our own lives, to ask sincere
questions, and to prepare our hearts for Pascha.

It is also worth remembering that the Sunday of Zacchaeus sets the tone for the entire preparatory period: it teaches us inner
readiness for transformation. Great Lent is not a sudden leap into strictness, but a gradual entry into spiritual depth. Just as
Zacchaeus was not afraid to step beyond his comfort zone, so we too are called to take the first — still small, but honest — steps
in prayer, in mercy, and in reconciliation with others.

The Sunday of Zacchaeus is an invitation: to come down from our indifference, to overcome obstacles, and to allow Christ
to enter our home and our life, so that together with Him we may walk the Lenten journey toward the radiant joy of the
Resurrection.

Everyone is warmly invited to a joint concert by the Gryphon Piano Trio and the vocal ensemble Nordic Voices, which
will take place on January 29 at 7:30 PM at the Maureen Forrester Recital Hall at Wilfrid Laurier University
(Waterloo).

The program will feature a work by the distinguished Ukrainian composer and Shevchenko Prize laureate Bohdana
Froliak. The composer will be present at the concert.
