On January 30, the Holy Church solemnly commemorates the memory of the three

ey S| great Ecumenical Hierarchs and Teachers — Basil the Great, Gregory the Theologian,
” ' and John Chrysostom. These luminaries of Christ’s Church were glorified by great

miracles during their lifetime, and after their death became spiritual guides for many
generations of Christians.
¥ ) In the 11th century, during the reign of Emperor Alexios Komnenos, a dispute arose
\ in Constantinople as to which of the three hierarchs was greater. Then all three
‘ ™ , > appeared in a vision to Bishop John of Euchaita and declared that before God they
share equal glory, that there is no rivalry among them, for all of them wrote, taught,
and served for the salvation of the faithful, guided by the Holy Spirit. They asked that
a common feast be established for them, so that people would not divide those who in
their lifetime loved peace and unity. After this revelation, the Church appointed
January 30 as the day of their joint commemoration.

Saint Basil the Great (329—379) came from a noble and deeply devout family. His
exceptional abilities, keen intellect, and comprehensive education made him one of the
greatest theologians of his time. As Archbishop of Caesarea in Cappadocia, he was a
zealous defender of the Orthodox faith, a reformer of worship, an organizer of

monastic life, and a devoted protector of the poor and orphans. For his great merits,
Iuﬂnlnmnﬂmd the Church bestowed upon him the title the Great, and his liturgy is still celebrated
: today.

Saint Gregory the Theologian (326—390) was dedicated to God from childhood by his devout mother, Nonna. He received a
profound education and became a close friend of Saint Basil in Athens. His life was filled with prayer, theological reflection,
and preaching. Saint Gregory became a great defender of the dogma of the Holy Trinity, for which he received the title the
Theologian. His homilies are pearls of Christian spiritual heritage and continue to nourish the faith of the Church.

Saint John Chrysostom (347—407), a native of Antioch, was an incomparable preacher and a devoted shepherd. His word
touched the hearts of thousands, instructing, comforting, exposing injustice, and calling people to repentance. He was a great
defender of the poor, orphans, and the oppressed. For the power and beauty of his preaching, he was called Chrysostom —
“Golden-mouthed.” More than 800 of his homilies and numerous theological works have survived, shaping the spiritual life of
the Church for centuries.

The Synaxis of the Three Holy Hierarchs reminds us that true greatness lies not in primacy, but in unity, humility, and
service to Christ. Their example calls us to seek peace, harmony, and spiritual growth, building the living Church today.

Everyone is warmly invited to a joint concert by the Gryphon Piano Trio and the vocal ensemble Nordic Voices, which
will take place on January 29 at 7:30 PM at the Maureen Forrester Recital Hall at Wilfrid Laurier University
(Waterloo).
