The first week of Great Lent places before us the question of rightness —
the rightness of faith, of thinking, and of our inner disposition. It must
embrace not only our understanding, but also our will and our heart. It must
lead to a change of life — not superficial or merely external, but deep and
interior.

That is why, on the second Sunday of Great Lent, the Church shows us the
fruit of repentance. We hear the words of Christ addressed to the paralytic:
“Child, your sins are forgiven you.” This is not merely the healing of the body.
It is mpexze all the healing of the heart. Christ touches the deepest wound of
the human person — sin. For true well-being does not consist only in being
freed from external difficulties, but in the restoration of moral righteousness
and in the renewal of our living relationship with God.

In Capernaum, these words of Christ became a spark that divided His
listeners into two camps. Some opened themselves to His word, felt their need for repentance, and entrusted themselves to
Him. Others — the Pharisees — remained closed. They considered themselves righteous and privileged before God, and
therefore did not see their own inner guilt. Their eyes were open to the external faults of others, but closed to the condition of
their own hearts. The second Sunday of Great Lent places before us a simple yet profound question: To which group do I belong?
Do I seek from God only the solution to my outward problems? Do I allow Him to touch the depths of my heart? Do I
acknowledge that I still lack much in order to reach the fullness of love, humility, and truth? Those who look toward God and
eternity with the eyes of faith always feel that something is still lacking in them. And precisely for this reason they are capable
of growth. Their life is not a finished project, but a journey. For them, repentance is not humiliation, but the path to freedom.

The Church’s rule gently leads us further along this path. It sets aside self-confidence and imaginary “self-made
righteousness,” and takes special care of those who honestly recognize their need for God’s grace.

We invite you on Sunday, March 1, after the Divine Liturgy, to the church hall for a presentation by our parish medical
team. Tasty refreshments and coffee will be provided =&*

Please note that the date has been changed. The annual parish meeting will take place on Sunday, March 15,
after the Divine Liturgy. We ask all parishioners to mark this date and attend. Your presence is important for the life and growth
of our parish.
