On the first Sunday of Great Lent, the Church celebrates the Sunday of Orthodoxy.
This does not refer to a denominational label or a contrast between “Orthodox,”
“Catholics,” or “Protestants.” The term primarily means the right glorification of God
— the true confession of faith in prayer. From the earliest times, worship has been the
expression of the Church’s faith: as we pray, so we believe.

This Sunday is connected with the events of iconoclasm in the Byzantine Empire
(8th—o9th centuries). The discussion concerned not only religious art, but a deeper
question: can God, who became human, be depicted? Opponents of icons believed that
any image diminished God’s greatness. Defenders emphasized that if Christ truly
became incarnate, He can be depicted because He became visible. Monks and
theologians especially defended the truth of the faith — particularly Saint John of
Damascus and Theodore the Studite. The victory of the veneration of icons confirmed
the reality of the Incarnation: God entered history and became close to humanity.

It is important to distinguish worship from veneration. We worship only God — the
\ L) » Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. We venerate the icon because it leads to the
CRNATANLHA, | | Prototype. Just as a photograph reminds us of a loved one, the icon reveals to us the
R TR0 S = | presence of Christ, the Mother of God, and the saints.

- o Therefore, the icon has its place in the domestic church. In the Ukrainian tradition
there was the pokuttia — a prayer corner where the family gathered for common
prayer. Even today it is worthwhile to have a place in the home where one can focus,
thank God, and entrust to Him the day and the night.

But the meaning of the icon is even deeper: every baptized person is called to become an icon of Christ in the world. Our
words, actions, and faces should reflect His light. An ancient legend tells that the iconographer Alypius painted the face of Christ
on the face of a leper — and he was healed. This is an image of a spiritual truth: a person is transformed when Christ begins to
shine within them. The Sunday of Orthodoxy reminds us — the true faith is not only in icons on the walls, but in the icon that
our life is meant to become.

We invite everyone to join in common prayer, remembrance, and a witness of solidarity in support of Ukraine on the
anniversary of the full-scale invasion. The rally will take place at City Hall on Sunday, February 22 at 12:00 PM. Our
presence reminds the world: the war continues, and Ukraine needs support.

We invite you on Sunday, March 1, after the Divine Liturgy, to the church hall for a presentation by our parish medical
team. Tasty refreshments and coffee will be provided =&*
