The Parable of the Prodigal Son, which we heard last Sunday,
symbolically revealed to us the unfathomable mercy of God, who receives
even the greatest sinner when that person repents and is sorry for their sins.
However, so that no one might dare to sin merely because the Lord is
merciful and will forgive, the holy Church, as a warning, presents to us in
the following two Sundays two truly dramatic scenes: the Day of the Last
Judgment and the expulsion of our foreparents—Adam and Eve—from
paradise. These two scenes reveal to us God’s justice. On Meatfare Sunday,
the Holy Gospel speaks of the Day of the Last Judgment, while Cheesefare
Sunday mourns the expulsion of our foreparents from paradise.

The Sunday of the Prodigal Son seemed to call out to us: “Prodigal
children, turn back from the path of sin and, in humility and repentance,
return to the Father’s house, for the Heavenly Father is infinitely merciful
and will forgive you.” But Meatfare and Cheesefare Sundays warn us in a stern tone: “The Lord God is not only infinitely
merciful, but also infinitely just. Therefore, do not play with sin, but fear the strict hand of God’s justice and punishment.”

The Day of the Last Judgment reminds all of us of the great responsibility we bear for our lives. And the swift and very severe
punishment that fell upon our foreparents for a single grave sin convinces everyone that one cannot trifle with God. Thus, both
Sundays demonstrate the necessity of correcting our lives through fasting and repentance, sorrow for our sins, for only then
will we have hope in God’s mercy on the Day of the Last Judgment.

What is “Meatfare”? The week following the Sunday of the Prodigal Son is called Meatfare Week and concludes with Meatfare
Sunday. This is the last day before Great Lent on which meat was still permitted. From this comes the name “Meatfare,” meaning
the leaving aside or renunciation of meat, recalling the times when Great Lent was observed very strictly.

The Divine Services of Meatfare Sunday. This Sunday is also called the Sunday of the Last Judgment. The Gospel speaks of
the Judgment, eternal reward for the righteous, and eternal punishment for sinners. The entire liturgical celebration, in
portraying the course of the Last Judgment, seeks to fill us with salvific fear, sorrow for sins, and to point out the necessity of
good works, especially works of mercy. No one will escape this judgment: the books will be opened, human deeds will be
revealed, and each person will receive according to their works.

Please find your booklets with the names of the departed, so that we may pray for them throughout the entire Great
Lent. May our common prayer be a sign of love, gratitude, and hope in the Resurrection.

We invite everyone who would like to learn English to join us on Saturdays at 1:00 PM in the church hall. The
course is for beginners (A1—A2). We are forming a group from all interested participants. Classes will be held in a friendly
atmosphere — interesting, fun, and useful.

On March 1, after the Divine Liturgy, a presentation by our parish medical team will take place in the church hall.
Refreshments and coffee will be provided =&*  All parishioners are warmly invited to attend.

On Saturday, March 7, at 1:00 PM, an evening dedicated to Taras Shevchenko will take place at the
Ukrainian Catholic Centre. Participants in the program will include the “Dzvony” Choir, the Ukrainian School, St. Sophia
Parish, and our parish. All parishioners and guests are warmly invited to join us in honoring the great Kobzar together.

On Sunday, March 8, after the Divine Liturgy, the Annual Parish Meeting will take place. We kindly ask all
parishioners to mark this date and take part in the meeting. Your presence is important for the life and development of our
parish.
