The Lord Jesus Christ completed His mission on earth through two great events —

the resurrection of Lazarus and His triumphant entry into Jerusalem. These clearly
revealed His divinity and His messianic calling, while at the same time opening the
path to His suffering and death.

From the earliest centuries of Christianity, the Eastern Church has celebrated this
event on the Sunday before Easter. Palm Sunday is one of the twelve Great Feasts of
the Church year and carries deep historical and spiritual significance.

Evidence of its celebration dates back to the third century. By the fourth century in
Jerusalem, this feast was celebrated very solemnly: after the services, the faithful
gathered on the Mount of Olives and proceeded in procession into the city, carrying
palm or olive branches and singing, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord.”
Even children took part in this procession, and the bishop rode on a donkey, imitating
Christ. Later, this feast spread throughout the entire Church, and in the sixth and
seventh centuries it was adopted in the West under the name Palm Sunday.

In Ukraine, due to the absence of palm trees, the custom of blessing willow
branches became established. These branches became a symbol of life, resurrection,
and spiritual victory. The blessed willow was kept in homes, used for blessings, and

became part of various HapozHi traditions.

Palm Sunday carries a deep spiritual meaning. The people welcomed Christ as a king, yet only a few days later the same
voices cried out, “Crucify Him.” This reveals the instability of human glory and the changeability of the human heart.

This feast reminds us that Christ’s true victory comes through suffering and the Cross. If we wish to share in His
Resurrection, we must walk with Him through Holy Week. Only through faithfulness, patience, and spiritual struggle does a
person come to true joy — the joy of the Resurrection and eternal life.

Dear Parishioners, we invite you and your families to take part in the family vigil at the Holy Shroud on Good Friday and

Holy Saturday.

This is a special time of prayer, silence, and being with Christ — each family is welcome to pray, read Scripture, or simply
spend quiet time in His presence.

This year, the Holy Shroud will be placed in the church already in the morning, so there is an opportunity to sign up for a
time throughout the entire day.
