The third Sunday of Great Lent is called the Sunday of the Veneration of the Cross.
In the middle of the fast, the Church places the Holy Cross before us in order to
encourage and strengthen those who are walking the path of repentance and spiritual
struggle. After the first weeks of fasting, a person may begin to feel tired, but at this
moment the sign of our Savior’s victory appears before us.

The Cross is a sign of death and at the same time a sign of victory. Through it Christ
conquered sin and death. Therefore, the veneration of the Cross in the middle of Lent
reminds us that the path of Christian life leads through suffering to the Resurrection.
When the faithful sing, “Before Your Cross, O Master, we bow in worship, and we glorify
Your holy Resurrection,” the Church unites two realities in one hymn — suffering and
glory. Without the Cross there is no Resurrection, and without the Resurrection the
Cross would be only a sign of defeat. In Christ, however, it has become the banner of
salvation.

During the services of this Sunday, the Cross is solemnly brought out and placed on
the tetrapod for veneration. It remains there for almost the entire following week. This
reminds us that the Cross should not only be an object of reverence but also a guide for
our lives. It shows the way by which a person can overcome personal weaknesses,
selfishness, and sin.

Christian tradition teaches that true authority is always connected with sacrifice.
Anyone who wishes to guide others — in the family, in society, or in the Church — must
be ready to carry his or her own cross. It is easy to command and demand from others,
but the Christian understanding of authority is rooted in service and responsibility. That
is why the word “Master” in our hymn stands beside the word “Cross.” Christ is the true
Master precisely because He willingly accepted sacrifice for the salvation of humanity.

For this reason the Church also calls us to pray for those who hold authority in the world. As the Apostle Paul writes, we
should pray “for all people, for kings and for all who are in authority,” so that society may live “a peaceful and quiet life in all
godliness and dignity.” When authority serves truth and justice, it helps preserve order and goodness in society.

We invite all parishioners to the Annual General Meeting on Sunday, March 15, following the Divine Liturgy. Please
mark this date in your calendar and plan to attend. The participation of all parishioners is important for the life and
development of our parish.

On Saturday, March 14, the volunteer organization Grassroots will offer assistance with filling out tax returns. The
service is free of charge. Anyone who needs help with their tax return is welcome to come, and specialists will assist in
completing the documents correctly and answer any questions. We invite everyone to take advantage of this opportunity.

On Saturday, March 14, at 11:00 AM, we will be baking Easter paskas in the parish kitchen in preparation for the
Easter Bazaar organized by the Ukrainian Catholic Women’s League.

We warmly invite everyone who is able to come and help, and we also encourage those who would like to learn how to bake
traditional Easter paskas to join us. We will be grateful for every helping hand and happy to work together for the good of our
parish.
