Thomas Sunday, which the Church observes on the first Sunday after
Pascha, reveals to us the profound spiritual meaning of a person’s
encounter with the Risen Christ. The Gospel event (John 20:19—31)
shows not only the story of the Apostle Thomas, but also the experience
of each one of us — the journey from fear, doubt, and loss to faith, joy,
and renewal.

After the crucifixion of Jesus, the disciples remained behind closed
1 doors, overwhelmed by fear and confusion. It is into this condition that
Christ comes and addresses them with the words: “Peace be with you.”
This peace is not merely calmness, but the fullness of life, the presence of
God that fills a person and restores them from within.

A special place in this event is held by the Apostle Thomas. His doubt

N \ Al is often seen as a weakness, but in fact he is an image of a person who
s1ncerely seeks the truth Thomas was not present at Christ’s first appearance, and so he could not believe at once. His words —
“unless I see... I will not believe” — express a deep inner struggle familiar to many people who experience a crisis of faith.

Yet Christ does not reject Thomas. On the contrary, He comes again — through the closed doors — and speaks to him
personally: “Touch Me... and do not be unbelieving, but believing.” This moment is crucial: God Himself takes a step toward
the human person, even when that person doubts or grows distant.

Having touched the wounds of the Risen One, Thomas utters one of the deepest professions of faith: “My Lord and my God!”
These are not merely words — they are the response of a heart that has encountered the living Christ and has returned to faith,
to the community, and to its calling.

Thomas Sunday reminds us that doubt is not the end of faith, but can become its beginning. Each of us is called to walk this
path — from fear to peace, from confusion to confidence, from loss to encounter. In a world filled with anxiety and pain, the
words of the Risen Lord, “Peace be with you,” sound especially timely. They invite us to open our hearts, to allow God to touch
our wounds, and together with the Apostle Thomas to say: “My Lord and my God!”

Paschal celebrations always gather many people in the church, and this is truly a joy. A full church, common prayer, festive
singing, and the sense of a living community all remind us of the great power of faith when it unites people. We thank God for
these holy days, for the opportunity to experience together the joy of Christ’s Resurrection. But after the feast, ordinary time
returns. And it is precisely then that something very important is revealed: faithfulness.

After the day of the Resurrection, the apostles do not each go their separate way. The Evangelist John writes: “Eight days
later, His disciples were again in the house” (John 20:26). The disciples gathered again, and in that repeated gathering, Christ
comes. It is then that Thomas, who had not been there the first time, encounters the risen Lord.

Christian life is built on steadfastness. The Sunday encounter with the Lord is not secondary. It belongs to the very way of
life of the Church. Every Sunday is a little Pascha, the Day of the Lord. The true depth of faith is revealed when a person finds
the way to church even on an ordinary Sunday.

In the Acts of the Apostles we read about the first Christians: “They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers” (Acts 2:42). That is, the Church lived not by occasional impulses, but by
constancy. Not by one-time inspiration, but by faithful perseverance in prayer, in the word of God, and in the breaking of bread.
The same is true for us. A parish lives not only through great feasts and solemn celebrations, but above all through people who
faithfully come, pray, sing, listen to the word of God, and remain part of Christ’s community.

The Letter to the Hebrews exhorts us: “Do not neglect meeting together” (Hebrews 10:25). The Holy Fathers constantly
remind us that it is impossible to love Christ while at the same time disregarding His Church. Faith requires faithfulness. Love
for God requires constancy. And constancy is tested not on exceptional days, but on ordinary Sundays. May the joy of the
Resurrection not remain only a memory of the feast, but become a path of mocrosunoi and faithful encounter with the Lord
every Sunday.
