On the Third Sunday after Pascha, the Church honors the holy Myrrh-
Bearing Women — those faithful disciples of Christ who did not abandon the
Lord in the hour of His Passion and who ministered to Jesus when fear,
darkness, and confusion had overcome so many others. This Sunday reminds us
that true faith is shown not in loud promises, but in quiet fidelity that does not
turn away even at the hardest moment. Their love was expressed in concrete
action, sacrificial presence, and merciful service.

The Myrrh-Bearing Women remained close to Christ when many others had
gone away. They followed Him to Golgotha, wept, suffered with Him, stood by
the Cross, and were not ashamed to show their love for the Crucified One. After
the Savior’s burial, they prepared spices so that they could come to the tomb
early in the morning and offer Him one final act of love. In this simple yet
profound gesture, a great spiritual truth is revealed: love does not end where,
from a human point of view, everything seems finished. Love carries a person
farther than fear, doubt, and hopelessness. It knows how to wait, to be silent, to
endure, and to remain faithful even when not a single ray of hope can be seen.

For this fidelity, the Lord granted them a special grace. It was the Myrrh-
Bearing Women who first heard the angelic message: “Do not be afraid.” It was
they who first learned that the stone had been rolled away and that the tomb
was empty. It was to them that the risen Christ said, “Rejoice!” and it was to
them that He entrusted the mission of announcing His Resurrection to the
apostles.

Their example speaks to us as well. The Lord expects from us not only pious
words, but hearts capable of fidelity, mercy, and active love. In daily life this is shown in compassion, service, patience, kindness,
and readiness to stand beside those who suffer. The Myrrh-Bearing Women teach us that love which is not afraid of sacrifice
encounters the Risen Christ and brings true joy. Therefore, this Sunday is a call for each of us: not to run from the Cross, not to
grow weary of doing good, and not to be afraid of love which, in God’s eyes, is never in vain.

We invite you to attend the public lecture “Greeks of Ukraine: Who Are They?”, which will take place on
Wednesday, April 23, 2026, at 7:00 PM in the hall of Saint Sophia Ukrainian Orthodox Church(154 King St N,
Waterloo, ON N2J 2Y2).

The lecture will be delivered by Maria Smyrnova, PhD, linguist, scholar of religion, and staff member of the Department of
Theology at the University of Waterloo.

The presentation will explore the history of the Greeks in Ukraine, their resettlement from Crimea to the Azov region, the
figure of Saint Ignatius of Mariupol, the tragic NKVD “Greek Operation,” life during the Soviet period and in independent
Ukraine, as well as the culture, language, and traditions of the Azov Greeks and the present-day fate of Greek settlements during
the war.

The lecture will be given in Ukrainian. The slides and handout materials will be in English, and the Q&A will be bilingual.
Tea and sweets will also be available at the event.
