Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

On this bright and joyful day of the Resurrection of Christ, I sincerely greet
each of you on the greatest feast of our faith — Holy Pascha. As the Church
sings: “Christ is risen from the dead, trampling down death by death, and to
those in the tombs He has given life.” In these words is the whole meaning of
our hope, our faith, and our life.
