Saint Theodosius, one of the greatest ascetics of Rus’ monasticism, was born
in Vasyliv, near Kyiv. From childhood, he was known for his piety, love of prayer,
and mercy toward the poor. After the death of his father, when Theodosius was
fourteen years old, he dedicated himself even more deeply to God: he wore
simple clothing, prayed, gave to those in need whatever he could, and patiently
endured his mother’s lack of understanding and severity.

His heart longed for the monastic life. When Theodosius was twenty-four
years old, he left home and went to Kyiv. There he found Saint Anthony, who
lived in a cave above the Dnipro River, and asked permission to remain with
him. Thus began the life of the great ascetic of the Kyiv-Caves Monastery. His
rule became prayer, work, fasting, humility, and complete trust in God.

Later, Saint Theodosius received monastic tonsure and was ordained a
priest. He served the brotherhood not only by word, but by his own example: he
ground grain, carried water, performed the simplest tasks, and spent nights in
prayer. When he was appointed hegumen, he became a true father, teacher, and
servant to the monks. Under his guidance, more than one hundred monks
gathered in the caves.

Saint Theodosius introduced into the monastery the rule of the Studite
Monastery, which later spread to other monasteries of Rus’. For this reason, he
is called the founder of communal monastic life in Rus’. He taught monks, the
people, and princes, wrote letters of instruction, and cared for books and
spiritual education. It was during his time as hegumen that the young Nestor,
the future chronicler, entered the monastery.

A special virtue of Venerable Theodosius was mercy. He founded a shelter at the monastery for the poor, the disabled, and
pilgrims, sent help to prisoners, and fed the hungry. Even when the monastery itself lived in poverty, through his prayers God
provided everything that was needed.

Saint Theodosius was not afraid to speak the truth even to princes, calling them to peace, justice, and unity. During the Great
Fast, he withdrew to a cave for prayer. After Pascha he fell ill and, having said farewell to the brotherhood, peacefully departed
to the Lord on May 3, 1074.

His memory teaches us that true holiness is born of humility, prayer, work, mercy, and faithfulness to God.
