- ae The Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord is always celebrated on Thursday,
BRI @ XITORY the fortieth day after Christ’s Resurrection. It is one of the great feasts of Our
ﬁ H Lord, in which the Church solemnly glorifies Christ, who ascends into heaven
"\ and sits at the right hand of the Father. But this feast speaks not only about the
glory of Christ. It also reveals to us the greatness of God’s plan for humanity.

Saint John Chrysostom, in his homily on the Ascension, says that on this day
the human race is completely reconciled with God. Human nature, which had
once been separated from paradise because of sin, is now lifted up in Christ
above the angelic powers. In other words, Christ does not simply return to the
Father as the Son of God. He takes with Him our human nature. What He
assumed in the Incarnation — the human body, human life, and human history
— is now glorified and brought into heavenly glory.

In the first centuries of the Church, this feast was most likely celebrated
together with the Descent of the Holy Spirit. The Ascension became a separate
and universally recognized feast in the fourth century. The Church historian
Socrates called it a “universal feast.” The Holy Fathers, among them John
Chrysostom, Gregory of Nyssa, Epiphanius of Cyprus, and Leo the Great,
glorified this feast in their homilies. Saint Helena also built a church on the place

of Christ’s Ascension.

The services of this day are filled with joy and hope. The Church sings that the Lord ascended into heaven in order to send
the Comforter, the Holy Spirit, to the world. Christ Himself also says to His disciples: “I go to prepare a place for you” (John
14:2). Therefore, the Ascension is not Christ’s farewell to the Church, but a promise that our life has an eternal goal.

That is why it is important to celebrate the great feasts and not limit ourselves only to Sunday. Sunday is the center of
Christian life, because every Sunday we celebrate the Resurrection. But the great feasts help us enter more deeply into the whole
history of salvation: the Nativity, Theophany, Annunciation, Ascension, and Pentecost. They shape the rhythm of our Church
life and teach us the faith not only through the mind, but also through prayer, worship, and common participation.

Celebrating the Ascension, we remember: our calling does not end on earth. In Christ, the human person is called to heaven.

We invite you to take part in SINGCON 2026 — the sixth annual intercontinental conference of Ukrainian church
singing, which will take place on September 10—14, 2026, at St. Elijah the Prophet Parish in Brampton.
