On the Sunday after the Ascension of our Lord, the Church commemorates
the Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council, which took place in the year 325 in
the city of Nicaea, in Asia Minor. This was one of the most important events in
the history of the Church of Christ.

A total of 318 bishops from various parts of the Roman Empire gathered for
“# this Council. Many of them still bore on their bodies the wounds of persecution,
torture, and suffering for Christ. Not long before, Christians had been
persecuted; now the bishops were able to gather freely in order to bear witness
together to the faith that the Church had received from the apostles.

The main question of the Council was the correct confession of faith in Jesus
Christ. At that time, the teaching of Arius was spreading, denying the full
*divinity of the Son of God. The Fathers of the Council firmly rejected this
teaching and solemnly proclaimed that Jesus Christ is true God from true God,
consubstantial with the Father. This was not simply a theological dispute. It
concerned the very heart of our faith: who Christ is, and whether in Him God
truly came to save humanity.

It was in Nicaea that the foundation of the Creed was composed, which we
still profess today during the Divine Liturgy. This Creed was not a human
agreement or compromise. The bishops brought with them the faith of their
local Churches and recognized that they all preserved the same apostolic
Tradition: “One Lord, one faith, one baptism.”

Therefore, the commemoration of the Fathers of the First Ecumenical
Council is not merely a remembrance of an ancient historical event. It is a
remlnder that the Church lives by the same faith preached by the apostles, defended by the Holy Fathers, and which we today
are called to preserve and hand on to future generations.

In His High Priestly Prayer, Christ prayed that His disciples may be one. The Council of Nicaea became a visible witness to
this unity. Therefore, as we honour the Fathers of the Council, let us pray for the unity of the Church of Christ, for faithfulness
to the true faith, and that we ourselves may live in such a way that through us others may come to know the living God.

Invitation to Vyshyvanka Day. On Thursday, May 21, we invite all parishioners, friends, and the entire Ukrainian
community of Kitchener-Waterloo to take part in the traditional festive Vyshyvanka walk through the streets of Kitchener.
We will gather at the Ukrainian Catholic Centre 15 Michael Street, Kitchener at 6:00 PM. The walk will begin at 7:15 PM.

On Saturday, May 23, on the eve of the feast of the Descent of the Holy Spirit — Pentecost, we invite all who are willing to
help with cleaning the grounds around our church and preparing the flowerbeds. We ask everyone who is able to
come: Saturday, May 23 10:00 AM by the church

We would be grateful if you could bring any necessary tools for the work. This is a good opportunity for us to prepare our
church and church grounds together for the great feast of Pentecost, so that everything may be beautiful, clean, and pleasant
for prayer. We sincerely thank everyone who is able to take part in this common work for the good of our parish.

On Sunday, May 24, on the great feast of the Descent of the Holy Spirit — Pentecost, the youth of our parish invite
all parishioners and guests to a simple lunch after the Divine Liturgy in the hall beneath the church.
