The First Sunday after the Descent of the Holy Spirit in our Church is called the
Sunday of All Saints. This feast invites us to reflect on the fruits of the Holy Spirit’s work
in the life of the Church. Last Sunday, we celebrated Pentecost — the day when the Holy
Spirit descended upon the apostles, transformed them, strengthened them, and made
them courageous witnesses of Christ’s Gospel. Today, we glorify all those who accepted
God’s grace and allowed it to bear the fruits of the Holy Spirit in their lives.

The saints are those people who accepted God’s will in their lives and allowed God’s
grace to work within them. In the history of the Church, there are many saints, known
and unknown, those whom the Church remembers, and those whose names are known
only to God. Among them are apostles, martyrs, hierarchs, monastics, righteous people,
ascetics, and also ordinary people who faithfully lived the Gospel in their daily
circumstances. They were of different ages, backgrounds, states of life, and vocations,
but they were all united by one thing: love for God and faithfulness to Him.

When we honour the saints, we do not distance ourselves from God; on the contrary,
we glorify Him. Holiness is not merely a human achievement or the result of personal
effort. Holiness is the cooperation of the human person with God, the fruit of God’s grace
received by the human heart. The saints became saints not because they never had
difficulties or weaknesses, but because, amid life’s trials, they sought God’s will,
repented, prayed, loved, served, and remained faithful to Christ.

& The Sunday of All Saints also reminds us that holiness is not a calling for only a few
chosen or spe01al people. Every Christian is called to holiness through the Holy Mysteries of Baptism and Chrismation. The
Lord says: “Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.” And the Apostle Paul reminds us: “For this is the will of
God, your sanctification.”

Holiness begins not with great deeds, but with faithfulness in small things: in prayer, love for neighbour, honesty,
forgiveness, patience, fulfilling our responsibilities, and participating in the life of the Church. To be holy means to live the
Gospel every day.

May all the saints, known and unknown, be our intercessors, guides, and examples. And may we ask the Holy Spirit to
sanctify our lives and help us walk the path of holiness.
